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The project "International experience for future auto-mechanics in EU countries" is aimed for the students from 
Alanta school of technology and business, Ukmerge school of technology and business, Utena Regional 
Vocational Training Centre and Alytus Vocational Training Centre who are studying the programs of auto-
mechanics, motor vehicle body repairer or auto repairer. 

These students will improve their language, professional and general skills in Portugal, Austria, Malta and 
Germany. 

The selection criteria: Engish basics, advanced learning and behavior at school, good attendance. 

The objective of the project – improve auto-mechanics, motor vehicle body repairers or auto repairers 
professional knowledge and practical skills what would increase their integration and competitiveness in the 
labor market in Lituania as well as EU countries. To achieve this goal students will have work placements in 
Portugal, Austria, Germany and Malta. 

Needs that will be implemented during the project : 

1. To improve students Professional skills by presenting the technologies and equipment used in Portugal, 
Malta, Austria and Germany. 

2. To allow the optimal conditions for Professional and geographical mobility of the students, improving 
their personal development in auto-mechanics, motor vehicle body repair or auto repair fields. 

3. To improve cognitive, cultural, communication, linguistic basic and professional skills that makes a good 
impression of the company while communicating with clients. 

4. To get acquainted with work management in Portugal, Austria, Malta and Germany companies. 

5. To obtain the knowledge how the companies in these four countries ensure the work quality. 

6. To improve the foreign language skills, to have look at foreign culture, traditions and customs. 

 The participants will visit Portugal, Malta, Austria and Germany, the countries where the auto-mechanics and 
car repairing  fields are highly developed and great knowledge has been accumulated.      

Expected results – participants of the project will visits each country for 3 weeks and will get acquainted with 
newest auto repairing, technical maintenance and service equipment, used in these countries, will improve their 
language skills, will prepare the presentations for these topics: “Advanced equipment and it’s usage by applying 
the newest technologies”, “New technologies and it’s usage in Portugal, Malta, Austria and Germany auto 
repairing, car maintenance fields”, will make the informative stand “New technologies and  advanced equipment 
usage in Portugal, Austria, Malta and Germany in the field of auto repairing sector”. 

Students will have more knowledge to pass their final qualification exams while they will already be introduce to 
newest technologies in car repairing and car maintenance service and equipment, they will have bigger 
possibilities to get a job in modern Lithuanian auto repairing companies or car maintenance services.  

These visits will improve the common knowledge in the field of auto repairing, auto-mechanics and maintenance 
of professional vocational schools students and will help to integrate to competitive labor market in Lithuania.
